- Your booking is for 30 minutes, you can spend 15 minutes total in the hot tub.
- The AGA allows 2 guests maximum per booking. (Two spots are always reserved for the artists, Ruth Cuthand and
Cindy Baker. They may show up at any time and join you in the hot tub).

- Appropriate swimsuit must be worn to use the hot tub (street clothes are not permitted in the hot tub).
- Ensure you bring your own towel (the AGA will not be providing you with one).

- Non-glass water bottles are allowed and encouraged in the hot tub.

- Be careful when entering and exiting the hot tub: No jumping or diving allowed.

- Do not use soap or oils in the hot tub.

- Use of narcotics or alcohol in the hot tub is strictly prohibited.

- Children under 5 are not permitted to use the hot tub.
- Children 6 to 17 must be accompanied by an adult.

- If pregnant or have other health concerns consult a physician before use.

- Anyone with heart disease, diabetes, high or low blood pressure should consult with a doctor before using the
hot tub.

- If you are sick or have open wounds you will not be permitted into the hot tub but we will happily reschedule
your booking for a later date.

- The AGA reserves the right to refuse entry or request exit.
- This gallery space is monitored at all times.
